3. SCOPE OF SERVICES
3.1 SCOPE 

The document “Part 1 - Important Information and Guidance for Applicants” describes the Northern Territory Legal Services List (“NTLSL”) and the services sought by the Territory.

3.2 PROCESS AFTER INITIAL ESTABLISHMENT OF THE NTLSL 

The purpose of this RFT process is to initially establish the NTLSL panel contract under the Northern Territory Procurement Framework, in the manner contemplated by the Part 1, Part 2 and Part 3 documents.

Once the NTLSL is established under this RFT process:

· it will continue indefinitely in accordance with the processes described in the Part 1, Part 2 and Part 3 documents;

· the panel contract remains open for new panel members to be added, in accordance with the processes and requirements specified in Part 1, Part 2 and Part 3; and

· the Part A, Part B and Part C documents in this RFT will no longer be relevant for new applicants.

3.3 INCONSISTENCY BETWEEN RFT DOCUMENTS AND NTLSL DOCUMENTS 

For this purpose, “RFT documents” consist of Part A, Part B and Part C, and “NTLSL documents” consist of Part 1, Part 2 and Part 3.

NTLSL documents have been drafted for the purpose of long term operation of the NTLSL.  RFT documents have been drafted only for the purpose of initial establishment of the NTLSL and are not designed to have any operation beyond conclusion of the RFT process and initial establishment of the NTLSL.

Where there are inconsistencies between NTLSL documents and RFT documents in the nature of timeframes, application and response methods and the like, then for the purposes of this RFT process only the RFT documents will prevail over the NTLSL documents to the extent of the inconsistency.

On conclusion of this initial RFT process and establishment of the NTLSL, the RFT documents will no longer have any effect, and the NTLSL will be conducted, for successful Tenderers and new applicants, in the manner specified in the NTLSL documents (noting that the NTLSL documents may be amended in the future in the manner specified within those NTLSL documents).
