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1 INTRODUCTION
Robust crime statistics inform the development and evaluation of public policy, targeted crime prevention strategies and public debate.  This publication, intended as the first issue of an annual series, was compiled by the Research and Statistics Unit of the Northern Territory Department of the Attorney‑General and Justice from data recorded by the Northern Territory Police.  It presents detailed crime statistics for the Northern Territory and supplements the Northern Territory Quarterly Crime Statistics series.  The document spans six financial years to 30 June 2012, and includes statistics for the following topics:

· victims of offences against the person and against property;
· assault and sexual assault victim demographics;

· frequency and rate of offences against the person and against property;
· frequency of traffic offences; and
· frequency and rate of Police protective custody episodes. 
Information is presented for the Northern Territory as a whole, with subsequent sections for six urban centres and the Northern Territory Balance.  Crimes recorded by the Northern Territory Police but occurring outside the Territory are excluded from this publication.  Victimisation rates by Indigenous status are only available at the Territory level, as the relevant population data are not yet available at a regional level.  Data tables are included at the end of the publication.  Published Northern Territory crime statistics are freely available to the public via the website <www.nt.gov.au/justice>.
1.1 Intended Audience

The primary intent of this document is to inform the Northern Territory Government and public agencies about rates and patterns of victimisation and offences in the Northern Territory.  The statistics included, the level of detail and the breakdowns by demographic groups are based on public agency requests for statistics to use in the development, monitoring and evaluation of public policy.  Researchers, special interest groups and the public may also find the detailed statistics of interest.  The Northern Territory Quarterly Crime Statistics series, which provides offence data at a less detailed level than in this document, may be more useful for those wanting a quick overview of crime trends in the Northern Territory. 
1.2 Interpretation
Crime statistics in the Territory can be highly volatile, with large swings from one period to another.  This is particularly the case for urban centres with smaller populations, where numbers of offences are relatively small and changes in operational or administrative procedures may heavily influence statistics.  Consequently, this document includes six years of statistics to provide the reader with a context for interpreting the latest changes.

A number of issues influence the recorded crime statistics, apart from actual changes in the level of crime occurring.  Users must consider the source of the data, how the information is generated and what it represents before drawing conclusions.  Supplementary notes and a glossary are included at the end of this document.

1.3 Data Sources

The data used in the compilation of this document were sourced primarily from administrative systems maintained by the Northern Territory Government.  Administrative records are dynamic, and updated as new information comes to light.  As a consequence, statistics for a particular period may show minor changes from one publication to the next.   Further information about the data used in this publication is given in section 12.1 of the Supplementary Notes, page 136.
1.4 Recorded Crime
Recorded crime statistics are derived from administrative data recorded by the Northern Territory Police.  Incidents may be reported by a victim or witness or detected through police activities.  Subsequent Police inquiries determine whether offences have occurred.  
For a variety of reasons, not all crimes are reported to the Police.  The degree of under reporting varies across different types of offences.  The Australian Bureau of Statistics estimated that in 2010‑11, 49% of physical assaults and 20% of house break‑ins nationally were not reported to the police
.
As a result of under reporting, recorded crime should not be interpreted as the complete level of crime occurring in the community.  However, recorded crime is used nationally as an indicator for measuring changes in the nature and volume of crime over time.
1.5 Regional Geography

The regional geographic breakdown in this publication corresponds to the six main urban centres in the Northern Territory (Darwin, Palmerston, Alice Springs, Katherine, Tennant Creek and Nhulunbuy) and the Northern Territory Balance.  The Katherine region includes the urban centre and surrounding non‑urban areas.  The regions have been defined to conform to the Australian Statistical Geography Standard
, as follows.
Darwin refers to Darwin City SA3 and Darwin Suburbs SA3;
Palmerston refers to Palmerston SA3;
Alice Springs refers to Larapinta SA2, Charles SA2, East Side SA2, Flynn (NT) SA2, Mount Johns SA2 and Ross SA2 (equivalent to the Alice Springs Local Government Area);

Katherine refers to Katherine SA2;

Tennant Creek refers to Tennant Creek SA2;

Nhulunbuy refers to Nhulunbuy SA2 with the addition of the cemetery area
;

The Northern Territory Balance refers to all areas outside the urban centres.

Figure 1 shows the locations of areas included in the urban centre statistics, and the Northern Territory Balance.

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Recorded crime in the Northern Territory Balance is not reflective of or influenced by a common set of local circumstances.  The Northern Territory Balance includes urban fringes, rural areas near the main centres and small remote communities.  These areas vary in their access to key services and to Police, which in turn can lead to different trends in recorded crime.  
2 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
The following is a summary of the key findings for the Northern Territory as a whole, the six urban centres and the Northern Territory Balance.  Refer to the Glossary, page 141, for definitions of offences and other terms.
2.1 Northern Territory

· The number of victims of homicide and related offences rose from 15 victims in 2010‑11 to 19 in 2011‑12, an increase of 27%.  The increase occurred in murder victims, with the 17 murder victims recorded in 2011‑12 being the highest of the six‑year reporting period.  There were fewer victims of attempted murder, manslaughter and driving causing death in 2011‑12 than in most years of the reporting period.
· The assault victimisation rate in 2011‑12 was 3,019 victims per 100,000 population, or approximately 3 assault victims per 100 persons.  This rate has not changed substantially in the last two years.  The 2011‑12 victimisation rate was 35% greater than in 2006‑07.
· The assault victimisation rate for Indigenous females in 2011‑12 was 10,710 victims per 100,000 Indigenous females, more than three times as large as the overall victimisation rate, and more than 12 times as large as the rate for non‑Indigenous females of 876 per 100,000 population.  The rate for Indigenous males was 2,957 victims per 100,000 population, twice as large as the rate for non‑Indigenous males of 1,446 per 100,000 population.
· As with overall assaults, Indigenous females had a much greater victimisation rate for alcohol‑related assault than other demographic groups.  The victimisation rate for Indigenous females was 7,008 victims per 100,000 Indigenous females or 7 per 100 persons, nearly four times the overall population rate of 1,783 per 100,000 population, and more than 18 times the rate for non‑Indigenous females of 376 per 100,000 population.
· In 2011‑12, Indigenous females made up 73% of all domestic violence victims in the Northern Territory and experienced domestic violence at a rate of 8,780 victims per 100,000 population, almost 23 times the rate for non‑Indigenous females.
· From 2010‑11 to 2011‑12, the rate for Indigenous female victims fell by 34%; the rate for non‑Indigenous female victims fell by 28%; the rate for Indigenous male victims fell by 13%; and the rate for non‑Indigenous male victims fell by 9%.
· The property offence rate in 2011‑12 was 9,163 offences per 100,000 population, or just over 9 offences per 100 persons.  As several property offences may occur in a single incident and apply to one or more persons, this rate should not be interpreted as 9 percent of people experiencing property crime.  The property offence rate was 2% greater than in 2010‑11, but 7% less than in 2006‑07.  
· The rate of actual house break‑ins was 788 per 100,000 population, 9% greater than in 2010‑11 and 2% greater than in 2006‑07.  The rate of actual commercial break‑ins was 711 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12, 1% less than in 2010‑11 but 1% greater than in 2006‑07.

The rate of theft from retail premises in 2011‑12 was 437 per 100,000 population, 7% less than in 2010‑11 but 74% greater than in 2006‑07.
· Alcohol‑related traffic offences made up 5% of the total traffic offences in 2011‑12.  The number of alcohol‑related traffic offences has decreased in recent years, with 23% fewer offences than in 2010‑11 and 13% fewer than in 2006‑07.  
2.2 Darwin
· The total number of assault victims in Darwin in 2011‑12 increased by 3% compared with 2010‑11.  Indigenous female victims decreased by 2%, Indigenous male victims decreased by 6%, non‑Indigenous female victims increased by 7%, and non‑Indigenous male victims increased by 6%.
· The rate of assault offences in Darwin was 1,949 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12.  This was 34% less than the overall Territory rate.  The assault rate in Darwin was unchanged from 2010‑11, and 11% greater than in 2006‑07. 
· The rate of property crime in Darwin shows a decreasing trend through the reporting period, and was 10,423 offences per 100,000 population in 2011‑12, or over 1 property offence per 10 persons.  As several property offences may occur in a single incident and apply to one or more persons, this rate should not be interpreted as 10 percent of people experiencing property crime.  This rate was 3% less than in 2010‑11 and 28% less than in 2006‑07.  The Darwin property offence rate in 2011‑12 was 14% greater than the overall Territory rate.
· The rate of actual house break‑ins in Darwin in 2011‑12 was 840 offences per 100,000 population.  This was 16% greater than in 2010‑11 and 25% less than in 2006‑07.  The Darwin actual house break‑in rate in 2011‑12 was 7% greater than the overall Territory rate.
2.3 Palmerston
· The total number of assault victims in Palmerston in 2011‑12 decreased by 3% compared with 2010‑11.  Indigenous female victims increased by 4%, Indigenous male victims decreased by 38%, non‑Indigenous female victims decreased by 4%, and non‑Indigenous male victims were unchanged.
· The rate of assault offences in Palmerston was 1,578 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12.  This was 47% less than the overall Territory rate.  The assault rate in Palmerston was almost unchanged from 2010‑11, and 39% greater than in 2006‑07.

· 
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The rate of property crime in Palmerston in 2011‑12 was 8,662 offences per 100,000 population, or close to 9 offences per 100 persons.  As several property offences may occur in a single incident and apply to one or more persons, this rate should not be interpreted as 9 percent of people experiencing property crime.  This rate was 8% greater than in 2010‑11 but 6% less than in 2006‑07.  The Palmerston property offence rate in 2011‑12 was 5% less than the overall Territory rate.

· The rate of actual house break‑ins in Palmerston in 2011‑12 was 866 offences per 100,000 population.  This was 64% greater than in 2010‑11 but 1% less than in 2006‑07.  The Palmerston actual house break‑in rate in 2011‑12 was 10% greater than the overall Territory rate.
2.4 Alice Springs
· The total number of assault victims in Alice Springs in 2011‑12 decreased by 2% compared with 2010‑11.  Indigenous female victims increased by 3%, Indigenous male victims decreased by 10%, non‑Indigenous female victims increased by 3%, and non‑Indigenous male victims decreased by 7%.
· The rate of assault offences in Alice Springs was 5,972 per 100,000 population, or nearly 6 per 100 persons, in 2011‑12.  This was just over twice (101% greater than) the overall Territory rate.  The assault rate in Alice Springs was nearly unchanged from 2010‑11 and 41% greater than in 2006‑07.
· The rate of property crime in Alice Springs in 2011‑12 was 17,424 offences per 100,000 population, or over 17 offences per 100 persons.  As several property offences may occur in a single incident and apply to one or more persons, this rate should not be interpreted as 17 percent of people experiencing property crime.  This rate was 4% greater than in 2010‑11 and 23% greater than in 2006‑07.  The Alice Springs property offence rate in 2011‑12 was 90% greater than the overall Territory rate.  
· The rate of actual house break‑ins in Alice Springs in 2011‑12 was 1,701 offences per 100,000 population.  This was 12% less than in 2010‑11 but 118% greater than in 2006‑07.  The Alice Springs actual house break‑in rate in 2011‑12 was 116% greater than the overall Territory rate. 

2.5 Katherine
· The total number of assault victims in Katherine in 2011‑12 was 5% less than in 2010‑11.  Indigenous female victims decreased by 2%, Indigenous male victims decreased by 15%, non‑Indigenous female victims decreased by 22%, and non‑Indigenous male victims increased by 4%.  
· The rate of assault offences in Katherine was 6,097 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12.  This was 105% greater than the overall Territory rate.  The assault rate in Katherine was 3% less than in 2010‑11 but 24% greater than in 2006‑07.
· The rate of property crime in Katherine in 2011‑12 was 9,391 offences per 100,000 population, or over 9 offences per 100 persons.  As several property offences may occur in a single incident and apply to one or more persons, this rate should not be interpreted as 9 percent of people experiencing property crime.  This rate was 16% less than in 2010‑11 and 4% less than in 2006‑07.  The Katherine property offence rate in 2011‑12 was 2% greater than the overall Territory rate.  
· The rate of actual house break‑ins in Katherine in 2011‑12 was 674 offences per 100,000 population.  This was 35% less than in 2010‑11 and 26% less than in 2006‑07.  The Katherine actual house break‑in rate in 2011‑12 was 14% less than the overall Territory rate.
2.6 Tennant Creek
· The total number of assault victims in Tennant Creek in 2011‑12 decreased by 3% compared with 2010‑11.  Indigenous female victims were unchanged, Indigenous male victims increased by 1%, non‑Indigenous female victims decreased by 20%, and non‑Indigenous male victims decreased by 20%.
· The rate of assault offences in Tennant Creek was 13,770 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12.  This was 364% greater than the overall Territory rate.  The Tennant Creek assault rate was 5% greater than in 2010‑11 and 8% greater than in 2006‑07.
· The rate of property crime in Tennant Creek in 2011‑12 was 14,339 offences per 100,000 population, or over 14 offences per 100 persons.  As several property offences may occur in a single incident and apply to one or more persons, this rate should not be interpreted as 14 percent of people experiencing property crime.  This rate was 14% less than in 2010‑11 and 27% less than in 2006‑07.  The Tennant Creek property offence rate in 2011‑12 was 56% greater than the overall Territory rate.  
· The rate of actual house break‑ins in Tennant Creek in 2011‑12 was 1,223 offences per 100,000 population.  This was 6% less than in 2010‑11 and 25% less than in 2006‑07.  The Tennant Creek actual house break‑in rate in 2011‑12 was 55% greater than the overall Territory rate.
2.7 Nhulunbuy
· The total number of assault victims in Nhulunbuy in 2011‑12 decreased by 2% compared with 2010‑11.  Indigenous female victims decreased by 5%, Indigenous male victims decreased by 15%, non‑Indigenous female victims decreased by 18%, and non‑Indigenous male victims increased by 13%.
· The rate of assault offences in Nhulunbuy was 2,350 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12.  This was 21% less than the overall Territory rate.  The assault rate in Nhulunbuy was 16% greater than in 2010‑11 and 7% greater than in 2006‑07.
· The rate of property crime in Nhulunbuy has decreased steadily for the last several years, and was 5,384 offences per 100,000 population in 2011‑12, or over 5 offences per 100 persons.  As several property offences may occur in a single incident and apply to one or more persons, this rate should not be interpreted as 5 percent of people experiencing property crime.  This rate was 8% less than in 2010‑11 and 13% less than in 2006‑07.  The Nhulunbuy property offence rate in 2011‑12 was 41% less than the overall Territory rate.  
· The rate of actual house break‑ins in Nhulunbuy in 2011‑12 was 274 offences per 100,000 population.  This was 41% less than in 2010‑11 and 22% less than in 2006‑07.  The Nhulunbuy actual house break‑in rate in 2011‑12 was 65% less than the overall Territory rate.
2.8 Northern Territory Balance

The Northern Territory Balance is the area of the Northern Territory that lies outside of the six urban centres of Darwin, Palmerston, Alice Springs, Katherine, Tennant Creek and Nhulunbuy.

· The total number of assault victims in the Northern Territory Balance in 2011‑12 increased by 14% compared with 2010‑11.  Indigenous female victims increased by 14%, Indigenous male victims increased by 29%, non‑Indigenous female victims decreased by 7%, and non‑Indigenous male victims increased by 7%.
· The rate of assault offences in the Northern Territory Balance was 2,558 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12.  This was 14% less than the overall Territory rate.  The assault rate in Northern Territory Balance was 19% greater than in 2010‑11 and 66% greater than in 2006‑07.
· After three years of stable rates, the property crime rate in the Northern Territory Balance rose by 21% between 2010‑11 and 2011‑12, to a rate of 4,832 offences per 100,000 population, or almost 5 offences per 100 persons.  As several property offences may occur in a single incident and apply to one or more persons, this rate should not be interpreted as 5 percent of people experiencing property crime.  This rate was 44% greater than in 2006‑07.  The Northern Territory Balance property offence rate in 2011‑12 was 47% less than the overall Territory rate.  
· The rate of actual house break‑ins in the Northern Territory Balance in 2011‑12 was 383 offences per 100,000 population.  This was 35% greater than in 2010‑11 and 15% greater than in 2006‑07.  The Northern Territory Balance actual house break‑in rate in 2011‑12 was 51% less than the overall Territory rate.
3 NORTHERN TERRITORY
3.1 Victims of Homicide and Related Offences
· The number of victims of homicide and related offences
 rose from 15 victims in 2010‑11 to 19 in 2011‑12, an increase of 27%.  The increase occurred in murder victims, with the 17 murder victims recorded in 2011‑12 being the highest of the six‑year reporting period.  There were fewer victims of attempted murder, manslaughter and driving causing death in 2011‑12 than in most years of the reporting period.  
· The overall victimisation rate for homicide and related offences in 2011‑12 was 26% greater than in 2010‑11 but 25% less than in 2006‑07.  As the numbers of victims are small, the rates for demographic groups can shift substantially year to year.  From 2006‑07 to 2011‑12, the rate for Indigenous victims fell by 63%, the rate for non‑Indigenous victims increased by 231%, the rate for male victims increased by 6% and the rate for female victims fell by 54%.  Figure 2 shows the victimisation rates for homicide and related offences by Indigenous status and sex.

3.2 Victims of Assault

3.2.1 Total assault victims 

· Indigenous females made up 52% of the recorded assault victims in 2011‑12, followed by non‑Indigenous males at 18%, Indigenous males at 15% and non‑Indigenous females at 10%.  The details of the remaining victims were incomplete.  Figure 3 shows assault victims by demographic group in 2011‑12

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Assault victimisation rate

· The assault victimisation rate in 2011‑12 was 3,019 victims per 100,000 population, or approximately 3 assault victims per 100 persons.  This rate has not changed substantially in the last two years.  The 2011‑12 victimisation rate was 35% greater than in 2006‑07.

· Indigenous females had a much greater assault victimisation rate than the other demographic groups.   The assault victimisation rate for Indigenous females in 2011‑12 was 10,710 victims per 100,000 Indigenous females, more than three times as large as the overall victimisation rate, and more than 12 times as large as the rate for non‑Indigenous females of 876 per 100,000 population.  The rate for Indigenous males was 2,957 victims per 100,000 population, twice as large as the rate for non‑Indigenous males of 1,446 per 100,000 population.  

· The assault victimisation rate for Indigenous females increased by 4% from 2010‑11 to 2011‑12, while the rate for Indigenous males decreased by 3%.  The rate for non‑Indigenous males increased by 1%, and the rate for non‑Indigenous females decreased by 1%.  Figure 4 shows the assault victimisation rate by sex and Indigenous status.

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Assault victim age
· Female assault victims were, on average, slightly younger than male victims, and Indigenous assault victims averaged slightly younger than non‑Indigenous victims.  Female assault victims in 2011‑12 had an average age of 30.6 years, being 30.5 years for Indigenous females and 31.4 years for non‑Indigenous females.  The mean age of females in the Territory population was 32.6
.  Male assault victims had an average age of 33.5 years, being 32.7 years for Indigenous males and 34.4 years for non‑Indigenous males.  The mean age of males in the Territory population was 32.9.
· A total of 10% of assault victims in 2011‑12 were juveniles (aged 17 or under); this percentage was 9% for Indigenous female victims, 12% for non‑Indigenous female victims, 14% for Indigenous male victims and 8% for non‑Indigenous male victims.  Figure 5 shows the percentage of assault victims in each demographic group by age group in 2011‑12.

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Assault victimisation rates by age
· In 2011‑12, the assault victimisation rate for Indigenous females was highest for the 20‑24 year age group, at which age the rate for Indigenous females was between 6 and 12 times as large as the rates for other demographic groups.  The rate for non‑Indigenous females peaked at the 18‑19 year age group.  At this age, non‑Indigenous females had the second highest assault victimisation rate among the demographic groups, and at age 15‑17 they had the third highest rate, while at all other ages non‑Indigenous females had the lowest rate.  
· The assault victimisation rate for Indigenous males peaked at the 35‑39 year age group, and the rate for non‑Indigenous males at the 20-24 year age group.  Figure 6 shows the assault victimisation rates by age group, sex and Indigenous status in 2011‑12.

3.2.2 Victims of domestic violence assault 
· In 2011‑12, Indigenous females made up 73% of all domestic violence victims in the Northern Territory and experienced domestic violence at a rate of 8,780 victims per 100,000 population, almost 23 times the rate for non‑Indigenous females.  The victimisation rate for Indigenous females increased by 6% from 2010‑11 to 2011‑12, and the rates for non‑Indigenous females and non‑Indigenous males increased by 3% and 5%, respectively.  The rate for Indigenous males, though small, increased by 17%.  Figure 7 shows the domestic violence rate by sex and Indigenous status.

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· In 2011‑12, domestic violence was associated with the assaults on 75% of female assault victims (82% for Indigenous and 44% for non‑Indigenous), and on 29% of male victims (54% for Indigenous and 11% for non‑Indigenous).  These percentages have remained relatively constant over the last six years, apart from the increase for Indigenous males between 2010‑11 and 2011‑12.  Figure 8 shows the percentage of assault victims for whom domestic violence was involved in the incident.

3.2.3 Victims of alcohol‑related assault 

· Alcohol was recorded as involved
 in the incident for 59% of assault victims in 2011‑12.  This has changed little in the last six years.  In 2011‑12, alcohol involvement was highest for Indigenous victims (65% for females and 64% for males).  Alcohol was involved in the incident for 53% of non‑Indigenous males, and 43% of non‑Indigenous females.  
· As with overall assaults, Indigenous females had a much greater victimisation rate for alcohol‑related assault than other demographic groups.  The victimisation rate for Indigenous females was 7,008 victims per 100,000 Indigenous females or 7 per 100 persons, nearly four times the overall population rate of 1,783 per 100,000 population, and more than 18 times the rate for non‑Indigenous females of 376 per 100,000 population.

· The overall victimisation rate of alcohol‑related assault changed little from 2010‑11 to 2011‑12.  The rate fell by 6% for male victims (by 10% for Indigenous males and by 1% for non‑Indigenous males) but increased by 2% for female victims (by 3% for Indigenous females and by 1% for non‑Indigenous females).  Figure 9 shows the victimisation rate for alcohol‑related assault by demographic group.

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· For 9% of alcohol‑related assault victims in 2011‑12, the victim alone was influenced by alcohol during the incident.  For the remaining 91% of victims, the offender was influenced by alcohol during the incident, either alone or together with the victim.  This percentage was 84% for Indigenous male victims, 90% for non‑Indigenous male victims, 93% for Indigenous female victims and 95% for non‑Indigenous female victims.    
· The offender alone was influenced by alcohol for 47% of the victims of alcohol‑related assault in 2011‑12.  For the remaining 53% of the victims, the victims themselves were influenced by alcohol during the incident, either alone or together with the offender.  This percentage was 38% of non‑Indigenous female victims, 41% of non‑Indigenous male victims, 54% of Indigenous female victims and 71% of Indigenous male victims.  
· For 45% of the alcohol‑related assault victims in 2011‑12, both the offender and the victim were influenced by alcohol during the incident.  Figure 10 shows the percentage of alcohol‑related assault victims in 2011‑12 by the party influenced by alcohol

3.2.4 Repeat victimisation
The assault victim statistics in the previous sections count an individual once for every incident in which that person experiences an assault.  Hence, the count of victims in a year is larger than the number of individuals assaulted in that year, as some people are victims more than once in a year.

· In 2011‑12, 5,684 individuals were identified as victims of assault in one or more incidents
.  The average number of assault incidents experienced per individual victim in 2011‑12 was 1.20, unchanged from the average in 2010‑11.

· Indigenous females not only experienced the highest rate of assault on a population basis, they also experienced the highest number of assault incidents per individual victim.  On average, Indigenous female assault victims experienced 1.32 assault incidents per individual in 2011‑12, compared with an average of 1.05 per individual for non‑Indigenous females, 1.11 per individual for Indigenous males and 1.12 per individual for non‑Indigenous males.

· Indigenous victims averaged slightly more assaults per individual in 2011‑12 than in 2010‑11, while non‑Indigenous victims averaged fewer.  The average number of assaults per individual victim rose by 1% for Indigenous males and females, and fell by 1% for non‑Indigenous males and by 2% for non‑Indigenous females.  Figure 11 shows the average number of assault incidents per individual victim in a 12‑month period by Indigenous status and sex.

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· Of the 5,684 individuals who were victims of assault in 2011‑12, 45% had experienced more than one incident of assault in the six year reporting period.  This percentage was largest for Indigenous females at 64%, followed by 34% for Indigenous males, 27% for non‑Indigenous males and 23% for non‑Indigenous females.  
· The maximum number of assault incidents experienced by a single individual in the six years was 20 for Indigenous females, 18 for Indigenous males, 12 for non‑Indigenous males and 9 for non‑Indigenous females.  Figure 12 shows the percentage of individuals assaulted in 2011‑12 by the number of assault incidents experienced in the six year reporting period.

3.3 Victims of Sexual Assault

· Non‑Indigenous females made up 47% of sexual assault victims in 2011‑12, followed by Indigenous females at 39%, non‑Indigenous males at 4% and Indigenous males at 3%.  Full demographic details were not available for the remaining victims.  Figure 13 shows the demographics of sexual assault victims in 2011‑12.

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Sexual assault victimisation rate
· The sexual assault victimisation rate was 110 victims per 100,000 population, or just over 1 victim per 100 persons.  The overall victimisation rate for sexual assault offences fell by 29% from 2010‑11 to 2011‑12, and was 33% less than in 2006‑07.  
· From 2010‑11 to 2011‑12, the rate for Indigenous female victims fell by 34%; the rate for non‑Indigenous female victims fell by 28%; the rate for Indigenous male victims fell by 13%; and the rate for non‑Indigenous male victims fell by 9%.  

· In 2011‑12, the sexual assault victimisation rate for Indigenous females was 88% larger than the rate for non‑Indigenous females, and the victimisation rate for Indigenous males was almost twice as large as the rate for non‑Indigenous males.  The victimisation rate for female victims was more than 10 times as large as the rate for male victims.  Figure 14 shows the victimisation rates by Indigenous status and sex for sexual assault.

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Sexual assault victim age
· Indigenous victims of sexual assault were, on average, younger than non‑Indigenous victims, and male victims averaged younger than female victims.  The average age of female victims between 2006‑07 and 2011‑12 was 21.9 years (20.8 years for Indigenous females and 23.0 years for non‑Indigenous females), and the average age of male victims was 18.0 years (14.8 years for Indigenous males and 21.7 years for non‑Indigenous males).  Data were aggregated for the six years due to the small number of victims, particularly male victims, in individual age groups each year.
· Just over half (52%) of the sexual assault victims in the six years were juveniles (aged 17 or under); this percentage was 58% for Indigenous females, 41% for non‑Indigenous females, 78% for Indigenous males and 48% for non‑Indigenous males.  Figure 15 shows the percentage of sexual assault victims in each demographic group by age group.

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Sexual assault victim‑offender relationship
· Over the six‑year reporting period, non‑family members known to the victim were offenders for 54% of male sexual assault victims (58% for Indigenous males and 53% for non‑Indigenous males) and 34% of female victims (36% for Indigenous females and 32% for non‑Indigenous females).  
· Strangers were the offenders for 14% of male sexual assault victims and 25% of female sexual assault victims.  For each sex, strangers were offenders for a higher percentage of non‑Indigenous than Indigenous victims (41% for non‑Indigenous females, 11% for Indigenous females, 25% for non‑Indigenous males and 8% for Indigenous males).  
· Partners and ex‑partners were offenders for 11% of female sexual assault victims (17% of Indigenous females and 6% of non‑Indigenous females) but for only 1% of male victims (2% of Indigenous males and no non‑Indigenous males).  Figure 16 shows the percentage of sexual assault victims in each demographic group by the relationship of the offender to the victim.  Data have been aggregated over the six years as there were very few male victims in individual years.

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· In 2011‑12, non‑family members known to the victim were the offender for 37% of Indigenous female sexual assault victims, while strangers were the offenders for 15%.  In contrast, strangers were the offender for 52% of non‑Indigenous female sexual assault victims, followed by non‑family members known to the victim at 28%.  
· The number of victims sexually assaulted by most types of offenders decreased from 2010‑11 to 2011‑12 for both Indigenous and non‑Indigenous female victims; however, the number of non‑Indigenous females sexually assaulted by strangers increased by 2%.  Figure 17 and Figure 18 show the number of Indigenous and non‑Indigenous female victims, respectively, by the relationship of the offender to the victim.

3.4 Rate of Offences Against the Person

· The total rate of offences against the person  in the Northern Territory was 3,394 offences per 100,000 population in 2011‑12.  This rate was 3% greater than in 2010‑11, and 24% greater than in 2006‑07.    
· Assault offences comprised 87% of offences against the person in 2011‑12. The assault rate in 2011‑12 was 2,968 per 100,000 population, or nearly 3 offences per 100 people in the Northern Territory.  This rate was 5% greater than in 2010‑11 and 31% greater than in 2006‑07.  
· In 2011‑12, alcohol was involved in at least
 59% of assault offences.  The rate of alcohol‑related assault increased by 2% compared with 2010‑11 and by 30% compared with 2006‑07.  Figure 19 shows the rate of assault offences by alcohol involvement

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· Domestic violence was involved in 57% of assault offences in 2011‑12.  The rate of domestic violence offences was 10% greater than in 2010‑11 and 35% greater than in 2006‑07.  In comparison, the rate of assaults not related to domestic violence in 2011‑12 was 2% less than in 2010‑11, and 26% greater in 2011‑12 than in 2006‑07.  
· The increase in the rate of domestic violence related assaults between 2008‑09 and 2009‑10 coincides with the introduction of legislation for mandatory reporting of domestic violence in March 2009. 3.6 Rate of Property Offences
· The property offence rate in 2011‑12 was 9,163 offences per 100,000 population, or just over 9 offences per 100 persons. The property offence rate was 2% greater than in 2010‑11, but 7% less than in 2006‑07. 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· The house break‑in offence rate was 918 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12, 9% greater than in 2010‑11 but 1% less than in 2006‑07. The rate of house break‑in attempts was 129 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12, 10% greater than in 2010‑11, but 16% less than in 2006‑07.
· The commercial break‑in offence rate was 820 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12, 3% less than in 2010‑11 and 2% less than in 2006‑07. · The motor vehicle theft and related offences rate was 1,036 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12, 2% greater than in 2010‑11 and 52% greater than in 2006‑07.  The rate of illegal use of a motor vehicle was 402 per 100,000 population, 2% less than in 2010‑11 but 19% greater than in 2006‑07.  The rate for theft of motor vehicle parts or contents was 633 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12, 5% more than in 2010‑11 and 84% more than in 2006‑07.
· The rate of other theft offences (excluding motor vehicle theft) was 3,114 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12, 1% greater than in 2010‑11 but 18% less than in 2006‑07.  The rate of theft from retail premises in 2011‑12 was 437 per 100,000 population, 7% less than in 2010‑11 but 74% greater than in 2006‑07.

· The rate of property damage offences was 3,275 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12, 2% greater than in 2010‑11 but 10% less than in 2006‑07.  Property damage includes offences such as graffiti, arson and vandalism.

3.7 Traffic Offences

· Exceeding the speed limit represented 56% of all traffic‑related offences in 2011‑12.  These offences increased by 15% from 2010‑11 to 2011‑12.  Registration offences represented 12% of traffic offences in 2011‑12, and increased by 12% from 2010‑11 to 2011‑12.  Driving licence offences, including driving without a license, driving while disqualified or suspended and other licensing offences, represented 9% of traffic‑related offences in 2011‑12, and decreased by 6% from 2010‑11 to 2011‑12.  
· Alcohol‑related traffic offences
 made up 5% of the total traffic offences in 2011‑12.  The number of alcohol‑related traffic offences has decreased in recent years, with 23% fewer offences than in 2010‑11 and 13% fewer than in 2006‑07.  Figure 23 shows the number of alcohol‑related traffic offences.

3.8 Rate of Police Protective Custody Episodes
· The rate of Police protective custody episodes in 2011‑12 was 8,640 episodes per 100,000 population, 2% less than the rate in 2010‑11 and 31% less than the rate in 2006‑07.  Police practice changed in July 2010 to deal with legislative and policy ambiguity in the interpretation of what constitutes drunkenness, resulting in the downturn in protective custody episodes.  The definition of ‘intoxication’ under section 128 of the Police Administration Act was amended on 1 July 2011.  Figure 24 shows the rate of Police protective custody episodes by year, and Figure 25 shows the breakdown of episodes in 2011‑12 by demographic group.

10.2 Rate of Offences Against the Person 
· The rate of offences against the person in the Northern Territory Balance was 2,911 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12, 14% less than the overall Territory rate.  This was 16% greater than in 2010‑11 and 54% greater than in 2006‑07.
· The rate of assault offences in the Northern Territory Balance was 2,558 per 100,000 population in 2011‑12.  This was 14% less than the overall Territory rate.  The assault rate in Northern Territory Balance was 19% greater than in 2010‑11 and 66% greater than in 2006‑07.
· The rate of alcohol‑related assault was 1,082 offences per 100,000 population, 38% less than the overall Territory rate.  This rate was 10% greater than in 2010‑11 and 33% greater than in 2006‑07.  Alcohol was involved in 42% of assaults in Northern Territory Balance in 2011‑12.  
· The main component of the increase in assaults in the Northern Territory Balance has been the rise of non‑alcohol related assaults.  The rate of these assaults in 2011‑12 was 26% greater than in 2010‑11 and 175% greater than in 2006‑07.  Figure 70 shows the rate of assault offences in the Northern Territory Balance by alcohol involvement

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· The rate of domestic violence assault was 1,853 offences per 100,000 population in 2011‑12, 10% greater than the overall Territory rate.  The rate of domestic violence assaults was 23% greater than in 2010‑11 and 72% greater than in 2006‑07.  Domestic violence was involved in 72% of assaults in Northern Territory Balance in 2011‑12, and alcohol was involved in 45% of the domestic violence assaults. 10.3 Rate of Property Offences 
· After three years of stable rates, the property crime rate in the Northern Territory Balance rose by 21% between 2010‑11 and 2011‑12, to a rate of 4,832 offences per 100,000 population, or almost 5 offences per 100 persons.  As several property offences may occur in a single incident and apply to one or more persons, this rate should not be interpreted as 5 percent of people experiencing property crime.  This rate was 44% greater than in 2006‑07.  The Northern Territory Balance property offence rate in 2011‑12 was 47% less than the overall Territory rate.  Figure 73 shows the offence rate for major categories of property crime in the Northern Territory Balance.

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· The rate of actual house break‑ins in the Northern Territory Balance in 2011‑12 was 383 offences per 100,000 population.  This was 35% greater than in 2010‑11 and 15% greater than in 2006‑07.  The Northern Territory Balance actual house break‑in rate in 2011‑12 was 51% less than the overall Territory rate. 
· The rate of actual commercial break‑ins in the Northern Territory Balance in 2011‑12 was 732 offences per 100,000 population.  This was 22% greater than in 2010‑11 and 81% greater than in 2006‑07.  The Northern Territory Balance actual commercial break‑in rate in 2011‑12 was 3% greater than the overall Territory rate.

· The rate of motor vehicle theft and related offences in the Northern Territory Balance in 2011‑12 was 403 offences per 100,000 population.  This was 19% greater than in 2010‑11 and 66% greater than in 2006‑07.  The Northern Territory Balance motor vehicle theft and related offence rate in 2011‑12 was 61% less than the overall Territory rate.
· The rate of theft (other than motor vehicle theft) in Northern Territory Balance in 2011‑12 was 1,447 offences per 100,000 population.  This was 15% greater than in 2010‑11 and 22% greater than in 2006‑07.  The Northern Territory Balance theft rate in 2011‑12 was 54% less than the overall Territory rate.
· The rate of theft from retail premises in the Northern Territory Balance in 2011‑12 was 101 offences per 100,000 population.  This was 11% less than in 2010‑11 but 243% greater than in 2006‑07.  The Northern Territory Balance theft from retail premises rate in 2011‑12 was 77% less than the overall Territory rate.  Theft from retail premises is included in the overall theft rate (above).
· The rate of property damage offences in the Northern Territory Balance in 2011‑12 was 1,724 per 100,000 population.  This was 25% greater than in 2010‑11 and 58% greater than in 2006‑07.  The Northern Territory Balance property damage rate in 2011‑12 was 47% less than the overall Territory rate.

10.4 Rate of Police Protective Custody Episodes

· The Police protective custody rate in the Northern Territory Balance in 2011‑12 was 1,324 episodes per 100,000 population, 85% less than the overall Territory rate.  The Northern Territory Balance rate in 2011‑12 was 21% greater than in 2010‑11 and 13% less than in 2006‑07. 11 DATA TABLES
In the following tables, the percent change columns refer to the change from 2010‑11 to 2011‑12.  The term “n.e.c.” indicates “not elsewhere classified”.  A new version of the PROMIS Case Management module was implemented on 30 April 2007.  This new version allows officers to link victims and offenders to offences.  Prior to that time, the system did not enforce mandatory recording of victim and offender details in the case, and counting issues arose if a case involved multiple offenders and/or offences.  As a consequence, victim data for 2006‑07 may not be entirely comparable with the data from subsequent years.  
Offences have been categorised according to the Australian and New Zealand Standard Offence Classification (ANZSOC) 2011
, which differs in some respects from the categorisation used in the previous Northern Territory Quarterly Crime & Justice Statistics publications.  See the Supplementary Notes section 12.2, page 137, for details of how the categorisations differ.  Prior to the introduction of the new PROMIS system, certain offences were not classed as offences against the person under the 1997 Australia Standard Offence Classification but are now re‑classified as offences against the person under the 2011 Australian and New Zealand Standard Offence Classifications. 12 SUPPLEMENTARY NOTES
12.1 Data Used in This Publication
Administrative Data

The data on victims and offences (other than traffic offences) were extracted from the Northern Territory Police Real‑time On‑line Management Information System (PROMIS).  This operational system contains data relating to incidents and offences recorded by the Northern Territory Police.  On 30 April 2007, the Northern Territory Police introduced a new version of PROMIS which enhanced the capacity to record offences.  Some changes seen at this time in the number of victims or offences recorded are likely to be a result of the PROMIS system changes.  Consistent counting rules have been used through the time span of this publication.
Data for traffic offences and Police protective custody episodes were extracted from the Integrated Justice Information System (IJIS). The Department of the Attorney‑General and Justice and Northern Territory Police use IJIS to record information for matters proceeding through the Northern Territory justice system.  

The PROMIS and IJIS administrative data systems are continually being updated as new information comes to light or cases are reviewed.  Thus, counts of victims, offences or protective custody episodes for particular time periods may vary slightly from previously published figures extracted at different times.  The data used in this publication were extracted from PROMIS and IJIS on 1 August 2012.
Population Data
The victimisation rates and offence rates in this publication are based on population estimates published by the Australian Bureau of Statistics.  Total Northern Territory population data by sex and age were sourced from the March 2012 edition of Australian Demographic Statistics
, as was the breakdown of Indigenous and non‑Indigenous population data by age and sex as at 30 June 2011.  Indigenous population data by sex as at 30 June 2006 were sourced from Experimental Estimates and Projections, Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Australians, 1991 to 2021 (Series B)
, and the data for intervening years were estimated using a linear trend between the 2006 and 2011.  The non‑Indigenous population for each sex and year was estimated as the total population less the Indigenous population.  Population data by regional area as at 30 June 2011 were sourced from Regional Population Growth, Australia, 2011
.  
The population used for each financial year was as at the start of the year (e.g. the 30 June 2011 population was used for the 2011‑12 year).  While using population data to the end of December as the midpoint of the financial year is preferable, the Indigenous population and regional population data are only available as at 30 June each year.
12.2 Offence Categorisation
Several thousand specific offences are or have been relevant under Northern Territory legislation during the time period covered by this publication.  These offences have been grouped according to the Australian and New Zealand Standard Offence Classification published by the Australian Bureau of Statistics
.  This system is also used in the current Northern Territory Quarterly Crime Statistics series.  

The previous Northern Territory quarterly crime statistics series, Northern Territory Quarterly Crime & Justice Statistics, grouped offences based on an older classification system.  Certain offences have been reclassified by the Australian Bureau of Statistics since that series was first published.   
Table 125 lists offences that appear in different categories in this publication than in the Northern Territory Quarterly Crime & Justice Statistics publication series as a consequence of changing to the 2011 offence classification system.

12.3 Counting Methodology
This is the first publication produced in the Northern Territory that analyses victim‑based statistics.  The victim‑based counting rules used in this publication are largely identical to those published by the Australian Bureau of Statistics
.  In accordance with those counting rules, the sum of the numbers of victims in different offence divisions does not represent the total number of distinct victims.  For this reason, the numbers are not summed across divisions.
Demographic details are presented for victims of offences against the person.  These details are not included for victims of property offences, as the ‘victim’ of property crime is often a premises, motor vehicle or company.  It is recommended that analyses of the trends in property crime use the offence‑based property statistics in this publication.

The offence‑based counting rules used in this publication are the same as those used in the Northern Territory Quarterly Crime Statistics series.  The counts of offences in this publication were published in the June 2012 issue of that series.  Hence, the analysis in this publication concentrates on offence rates, enabling comparisons among regions. 

The data for traffic offences are counts of infringements and apprehensions.  
The Police protective custody data are counts of episodes.  An episode is recorded for each instance of a person being taken into Police protective custody.  One person may have multiple episodes during a year.  

Victims

Depending on the type of offence, the victim may be a person, a premises, an organisation or a motor vehicle.  Under the victim‑based counting rules defined by the Australian Bureau of Statistics, a victim is counted once for each offence division
 experienced in a single incident.  For instance, a person who was the victim of multiple assault offences in the same incident is counted only once as a victim of the most serious type of assault experienced.  A person who was the victim of assault and robbery in one incident, however, is counted as a victim of assault and a victim of robbery
.  For this reason, the number of victims are not summed across offence divisions to produce a figure for the total number of victims.
The counting rules for victim‑based statistics of property offences count the number of victims within an incident according to the most serious offence within each offence subdivision.  For offences such as unlawful entry, the ‘victim’ to be counted is the premises.  This means that one unlawful entry offence has one victim, regardless of the number of people living at the property.  

According to the victim counting rules, where theft offences occur in combination with a robbery, blackmail/extortion, fraud or unlawful entry, the victim is only counted as a victim of the robbery, blackmail/extortion, fraud or unlawful entry.  The victim is not counted again as a victim of theft, as the theft is considered implicit in these types of offences, unless separate offences are recorded by the police.  

In some jurisdictions, separate theft offences are only recorded in certain circumstances where it is judged that the theft is not associated with the robbery or break‑in.  In the Northern Territory it is police practice to record all theft offences individually, including those occurring with break‑ins or robberies.  In this publication, victims of unlawful entry or robberies where a theft offence also occurred have not been counted as victims of theft.  Hence, the victim count for theft is substantially less than the number of theft offences.

For this publication, property damage has been included in the victim‑based property statistics, to align with the Northern Territory Police, Fire and Emergency Services annual report, which also publishes two years of victim‑based statistics for property offences.  However, the Australian Bureau of Statistics excludes property damage from victim‑based statistics, and thus there are no counting rules to indicate whether property damage is always counted when it occurs in conjunction with other types of offences.  In the same way that theft may be considered an implied offence with burglary or unlawful entry, property damage could also be implied in unlawful entry where a break‑in has occurred.  As no rule exists for this, however, a property damage victim has been counted once (in the most serious offence subdivision) for each incident in which one or more property damage offences were recorded.
Victim‑based recorded crime statistics are reported to, and published by, the Australian Bureau of Statistics and form the standard used for comparisons across Australian jurisdictions.

Offences

For offence‑based counting, every distinct offence recorded in an incident in PROMIS is counted, regardless of whether the offence relates to one or more victims or whether multiple offences of a similar nature have been recorded for the same victim.  As offences are distinct, the number of offences can be summed across categories to give the total number of offences.

The recorded crime statistics in this publication were released in a less detailed form in the Northern Territory Quarterly Crime Statistics tables to the end of June 2012.   Hence, the analysis of the offence statistics in this publication concentrates on the offence rates.
Police jurisdictions across Australia have not adopted a standard approach to counting offences.  Consequently comparisons should not be made between the offence‑based statistics in this publication and those of other jurisdictions.

Uses

The two sets of statistics measure different aspects of crime.  The difference in the counting rules means that victim‑based statistics and offence‑based statistics do not result in the same numbers, and in some cases may not show the same patterns.   Users of the data must consider the characteristics of the dataset being used in drawing conclusions.

For offences where the victim is a person, victim‑based counting is useful to examine the characteristics of groups who become victims of particular types of offences and the rate at which different groups become victims of particular offences.  The number, victimisation rate or characteristics of victims of a particular type of offence can be compared over time.  However, as an individual person may be counted as a victim in several offence divisions in the same incident, the number of victims in different divisions can not be summed to provide a total victims figure.  
The offence‑based statistics should be used for a view of trends in recorded crime, and for understanding the level of offending recorded by the NT Police.  As individual offences may relate to one or a number of victims, however, the offence statistics can not be broken down to give a demographic picture of victimisation.
Numerical differences between victim‑based and offence‑based statistics

Victims are counted in the most serious subdivision for a particular offence division.  Where an individual is a victim of two or more offences in the same division in one incident, the individual is not counted as a victim for the less serious offence(s).  In some circumstances, the number of offences in a particular subdivision may be one or two while the number of victims is zero, because the victim has already been counted in a more serious subdivision of the same offence division.  It is important that users do not interpret a zero in the victim‑based statistics as indicating that no offences of that particular type were recorded.
In other circumstances, a single offence may have a number of victims, so it is not always the case that counts of offences will exceed counts of victims.
As noted above, certain theft offences are excluded in victim‑based counting (those that occur in conjunction with robbery or unlawful entry with intent, where the theft offence is implicit in the primary offence).   This means the victim‑based property crime statistics differ considerably from the offence‑based property crime statistics, where all theft offences are counted.

	The direct (and immediate/confrontational) infliction of force, injury or violence upon a person, or the direct (and immediate/confrontational) threat of force, injury or violence where there is an apprehension that the threat could be enacted.

	Attempted Break‑in
	
	Attempting but failing to gain unlawful entry to a dwelling or other premises.

	Attempted Murder
	
	Attempted, unlawful intentional killing of another person, where death did not actually result.

	Break‑in
	
	Unlawful entry with intent of dwellings and other premises (excludes trespassing).  Includes actual and attempted break‑ins.

	Domestic Violence
	
	Domestic violence includes any of the following conduct committed by a person against someone with whom the person is in a domestic relationship:  conduct causing harm (such as sexual or other assault), damaging property, intimidation or stalking, economic abuse or attempting or threatening to commit these types of actions
.

	Driving Causing Death
	
	In the Northern Territory, this offence group is used for hit and run offences resulting in death.  Other traffic‑related deaths are categorised as dangerous or negligent acts endangering persons.

	Episode (of Police Protective Custody)
	
	An instance of a person being taken into Police protective custody.  A person taken into Police protective custody on multiple instances is counted once for each instance.

	Homicide and Related Offences
	
	The killing of a person and related offences, includes murder, manslaughter, attempted murder and driving causing death.

	Illegal Use of Motor Vehicle
	
	The taking of a vehicle illegally and without permission.

	Incident
	
	An event where an offence may have been committed.

	Infringement
	
	Legal action where the alleged offender is dealt with by way of a fine of a fixed amount rather than adjudicated in court.

	Manslaughter
	
	Unlawful killing of another person without the intent to kill or with impaired capacity of one’s mind.

	Motor Vehicle Theft and Related Offences
	
	Includes illegal use of motor vehicle and theft from a motor vehicle.

	Murder
	
	Unlawful intentional killing of another person.

	Non‑Assaultive Sexual Offences
	
	Offences of a sexual nature that do not involve physical contact or intended contact, and where the victim does not give consent, gives consent as a result of intimidation or deception, or consent is proscribed.  Includes offences such as child pornography, voyeurism and wilful exposure.

	Northern Territory Balance
	
	The Northern Territory Balance is the area of the Northern Territory that lies outside of the six urban centres of Darwin, Palmerston, Alice Springs, Katherine, Tennant Creek and Nhulunbuy.

	Offence
	
	An action that contravenes an act of law in force in the Northern Territory or the Commonwealth.

	Theft and Related Offences
	
	A broad category involving the unlawful taking or obtaining of money, goods or services without the use of force, or the receipt or handling of stolen money or goods.  Includes offences such as stealing and shoplifting.

	Property Damage
	
	The unlawful destruction, damage, or defacement of property, including vandalism, graffiti and interfering with a motor vehicle causing damage.

	Robbery
	
	The theft of property from a person with the use or threat of immediate force.

	Sexual Assault
	
	Physical contact or intended contact of a sexual nature where the victim does not give consent, gives consent as a result of intimidation or deception, or consent is proscribed.  Includes rape (actual, intended and attempted) and incest.

	Stalking
	
	Acts intended to cause physical or mental harm to a person, or to arouse apprehension or fear in a person, through a repeated course of unreasonable conduct.  Includes unauthorised surveillance and sending offensive material.

	Theft from a Motor Vehicle
	
	The taking of parts or contents from a motor vehicle illegally and without permission.

Exceeding the prescribed limit (0.05%, 0.08%, 0.15% breath alcohol) does not require proof that the driver was affected by alcohol but merely that s/he was over the prescribed limit.  Driving under the influence is used when a breath alcohol content reading has not or cannot be obtained, or may be used in cases where a breath alcohol content reading is excluded for technical or medical reasons.
